Described is the pattern’s calibration algorithm. Given are examples of applying the pattern for the comparative analysis of different variants of the economic policy. In addition, described is the method of analyzing macro-indicators’ forecasts sensitivity to changing the economic policy’s parameters and presented is the algorithm of reverse prognosis, which makes it possible to select the set of values of economic policy parameters that in the future will ensure reaching certain values of macroeconomic indicators.

With the purpose of reducing transaction costs within agro-service system in agro-industrial complex, there was grounded the necessity of forming regional competitive manufacturing techno-service associations of the Belarusian and foreign enterprises within the system of agro-techno-service, namely, agro-techno-service clusters providing coordination their activities in the sphere of technical service, and agricultural machinery repairs. Suggested is the method of identifying the level of localization of repairs and services works and substantiated is the organization-legal form of establishing an agro-techno-service cluster by its participants as a company being a legal entity – regular partnership.

Social-economic inequality in the Republic of Belarus: indicators and mechanisms of minimization 

Considered are specifics of social inequality in Belarus reflected in the dynamics of HPDI (Human Potential Development Index). Shown is that the indicator of economic inequality in the country is the ration of the money income level of the population with LWB (Living Wage Budget) and MCB (Minimum Consumer Budget). Respectively, the indicator of social inequality is belonging to certain social stratum (depending on average per capita money income), with a specific type of economic conduct following. The state social policy is found to be implemented through mechanisms of wages organization and to contribute to minimization social inequality. However, this occurs by means of redistributing money resources between strata in favor of the needy population and leads to forming a vast base stratum (1 to 2 MCBs) with traditional values and a passive type of economic conduct.

Governing the processes of developing and implementing  joint international programs and projects 
of trans-border cooperation

Identified are the elements of the adaptation mechanism of governing social-economic development of the trans-border regions. Suggested is a systemic approach to its application in the implementation of the neighboring countries’ mutual interests.

Transit potential of Belarus: Near prospect assessment

Given is a short analysis of applying Belarus’s transit potential from the standpoint of incomes earned within the framework of the main directions involved in this sphere. Described is the process of solving problems of creating conditions for transit development via the territory of Belarus.
