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ABSTRACT. The article substantiates the problem of reducing the labor supply of the economy. The paper analyzes theoretical and methodological aspects of the study of the concept and assessment of the region’s labor potential. The article presents the author’s approach to the interpretation of the structure of labor potential of the territories, in accordance with which there were developed the methodological instruments of comprehensive assessment of the regional labor potential. This methodology was tested on statistical data of the Russian Federation’s subjects for 2014. On the basis of integral characteristics, the paper classifies the regions of Russia with regard to qualitative and quantitative aspects of the labor potential. The findings of the research enable to identify the problems of forming the labor potential, which need to be focused on in the first place in the course of implementing the regional policy in the field of social and labor relations.
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	CHANGES IN THE SECTORAL AND REGIONAL STRUCTURES of agricultural production AND EFFICIENCY 
OF BELARUS’S AGRARIAN SECTOR

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Abstract. The article presents the results of analysis of changes in the sectoral and regional structures of Belarus’s agricultural production in the period of 1994–2013. It was found that the greatest structural changes were observed in the first half of the period in question. There was assessed the impact of changes in sectoral and regional structures on the profitability of agricultural production. The changes in the sectoral structure had a slightly positive impact on profitability of the agrarian sector, whereas the impact of the changes in the regional structure differed by industry.
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ABSTRACT. The article discusses the development of tourism in the Republic of Belarus. Identified are the problems of the tourism complex’s functioning. The current mechanisms in place are not able to solve these problems and raise it competitive potential. Substantiated is the geo-economic mechanism of providing the competitiveness of Belarus as a destination. It is based on the methodology of tourism geo-economics and can be implemented via the principles of «push» and self-organization of the tourism complex. Shown is the effectiveness of its practical application.
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	«Domestic value added in exports» INDEX: COMPUTATION 
and POSSIBILITIES OF application
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ABSTRACT. Based on the international experience research, the «Domestic Value Added in Exports» index measure has been adapted by the authors to the conditions of the national economy of Belarus, which enables to characterize the «import intensity» of specific industries’ exports, as well as to take into account the inter-sectoral relations through the index of intermediate consumption of domestic resources. The findings of the research show that the amount of domestic value added in exports is affected not only by the value added of specific industry, but also by the degree of integration of this industry with other sectors of the economy, as well as by the share of domestic resources used by the industry in the process of intermediate consumption. The analytical tools developed by the authors make it possible to compare Belarus’s economy with other economies based on the Trade in Value Added (TiVA) database and assess its sensitivity with regard to changes in the context of various types of economic activities.
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ABSTRACT. The article presents a new version of econometric equations of retail turnovers of Belarus’s oblasts and the city of Minsk. They were designed as error correction models which take into account both long-term and short-term dependencies between the factors studied. These models are suggested for the ‘bottom-up’ forecasting retail turnover of the Republic of Belarus based on the regional forecasts.
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
