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ABSTRACT. The article considers the content of the «green economy» concept as one of the most effective instruments of providing sustainable development. Analyzed is its interconnection with various economic disciplines, and emphasized is its applied nature. A special focus is made on the approaches to building an assessment system. Given the incompleteness of the above mentioned concept and the lack of a generally accepted methodology, it is suggested that a set of assessment indicators be formed based on the specific country’s priorities in the implementation of the sustainable development policy. 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	A COMPLEX APPROACH TO ASSESSING THE PERFORMANCE EFFICIENCY OF BELARUS’S FREE ECONOMIC ZONES

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Abstract. Analyzed are various forms of performance efficiency of free economic zones (FEZ) in the Republic of Belarus. Developed is a complex methodology of assessing the FEZ performance efficiency. Suggested are new indicators of assessment. Considered are additional FEZ functions which could facilitate their sustainable development.
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Abstract. The article discusses the issue of the efficient assessment and selection of the investment project with the government involvement. Considered is the role of the state in the implementation of the project. Assessed is the efficiency of the applied forms of state support. Analyzed are the criteria applied in making a decision on allocating budget funds. Denoted are the specifics that require a more thorough development.  With the purpose of a high quality selection of the investment projects, it was suggested that the principles of budget efficiency be applied, which will enable to fix an optimal form and the amount of the state support.
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ABSTRACT. The paper discusses the processes that are part of the international public-private partnership (PPP). Characterized are specifics of implementing international projects in the context of PPP environment of the national and international levels (by the example of the European Union). Suggested are directions of the international PPP development within the framework of Belarus’s cooperation with the member states of the economic integration associations. 
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Abstract.  The article deals with the relevant issues of the world currency system. Analyzed are the prospects of using the Russian ruble, which can compete with regional currencies in the Asian-Pacific region as the world money due to the fast growth of the economic and export potentials of Russia’s economy. Apart from that, shown are the restrictions that do not allow to solve this problem in the near future. 
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ABSTRACT. Suggested is a set of measures on increasing labor productivity at Belarus’s industrial enterprises related to improving the organization of manufacturing and labor processes, as well as employees’ labor norming, payment and stimulation.
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ABSTRACT. Considered are approaches to the interpretation of economic losses, including those in labor sphere. Systematized are theoretical-methodological aspects of their assessment. It is shown that in the economic literature and practical activity the focus is made on the assessment of health losses, as well as those of unemployment and due to the manufacture environment and/or violations of labor conditions. At the same time, the problem of undershoot of labor resources is much broader; it includes the losses of incomplete using or non-using those qualities and skills of the active population that could have been realized in case of creating adequate   conditions. It seems that the assessment of losses caused by unrealized labor potential will help find reserves for increasing the effectiveness of labor resources.
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Abstract.  The paper discusses the issues of the precariat labor protection in the Republic of Belarus. Described is the current situation. Developed are suggestions on resolving the current legal, organizational and technical issues.
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Abstract. The paper discusses the methodology of computing the quality of life index based on the data of the opinion poll being conducted in the Vologda oblast since 2013. It is shown that the leading role in enhancing the disabled people’s quality of life might belong to the target groups of the disabled people whilst developing the social policy measures.  The methodology presented can be applied within the system of monitoring the disabled people’s quality of life at the levels of the country, regions, and municipalities.
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Mathematical model of economic development with consideration of competition in market economy 
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ABSTRACT. The article substantiates the formula of the market’s economic equilibrium given its dependence on the competition level which corresponds to the volume of interchangeable goods or services. Studied is the range of changing the equilibrium price as a function of the competition factor, as well as the expenditures on the part of the customer and the seller. Researched is the elasticity of different types of equilibrium. The identified regularities of the equilibrium dynamics by each of the parameters enable to mathematically substantiate the respective phenomena of the market phenomena. 
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
