ABSTRACT. The article presents assessment of perspectives for strengthening the voice of major emerging market economies in global financial system. Crisis in 2020 encouraged immense interest in this issue and clearly demonstrated the need to form balanced and stable polycentric configuration of international finance. That aims to reflect adequately current distribution of power in the world economy and to create a solid basis for a stable development in a long run.
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ABSTRACT. The article presents analysis of long term trends and patterns typical of processes in international production networks within the framework of global value chains. It aims at identifying perspectives for Belarusian economy in global and regional labor division system and creating strategic recommendations. Research methodology is based on statistical «input – output» analysis and other methods of quantitative data analysis using the R language. The research information base is formed by analytical reports of international organizations and consulting companies, as well as data from interregional tables WIOD and Eora.
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ABSTRACT. The article tests on the hypotheses about political business cycle by the case of 121 countries between 1991 and 2019. Regression analysis reveals budget political business cycle for countries with high level of economic development. Political business cycles among EAEU member countries and Ukraine from 1991 to 2019 are identified. They are namely: a monetary one typical of Belarus, Kyrgyzstan, Russia and Ukraine, budgetary in Armenia, Russia and Ukraine and general economic cycle in Kazakhstan.
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ABSTRACT. The article scrutinizes theoretical basis for setting up sustainable food system that comprises evolution of scientific concepts, methodological principles and the all-round classification of its main components. It also identifies current trends in the food supply system development among EAEU member states both on national and supranational levels. With international experience considered, key directions for building a sustainable food system in Union’s countries in a short-term and long-term framework are determined.
