	THE ROLE OF CURRENCY REGULATION 
IN ENSURING NATIONAL ECONOMIC SECURITY 
IN THE REPUBLIC OF BELARUS

ABSTRACT. The article studies the content of currency security and the role of currency regulation in ensuring it in the Republic of Belarus. The key trends that determine the state of the republic’s economy in the context of national economic security are identified. The author comes to a conclusion about the need to expand the participation of the state as a fundamental condition for maintaining stability in the foreign exchange market and ensuring currency security using appropriate instruments in the face of economic sanctions from unfriendly countries has been made. Based on the study of foreign experience, the author proposes the instruments of currency policy, the use of which in the Republic of Belarus will contribute to ensuring economic security in the currency sphere, and stimulate the development of the economy.
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ABSTRACT. The article proposes an interdisciplinary approach to the definition of financial activity as a methodological basis for its analysis and the development of a new paradigm for its presentation. In the context of cognitive rhetoric, financial activity is presented as a two-component system. It includes an element of cognitive (virtual) activity associated with material activity. From the point of view of structuring the process, financial activity is presented as the formation of a new virtual reality with its subsequent materialization into a new financial reality – a new financial condition.  The author demonstrates that within a closed system, a new financial reality is characterized by the redistribution of financial resources.
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ABSTRACT. The article describes an approach to building a modular input-output model of the Belarusian economy, which allows customizable scenario forecasting of macroeconomic parameters in the horizon of the quarter, annual and medium term. The proposed modular architecture of the model uses as a «core» an aggregated 16-industry «input-output» model in direct and reverse (price) formulations and additional sets of «modules» fully implemented by the authors or suitable for «joining» to the «core» - modules of forecasting the national currency rate, public administration, the volume of physical exports, and gross capital formation, etc.
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ABSTRACT. The article considers theoretical and practical aspects of assessing the total contribution of tourism to the national economy. A comparative description of the methods used by the World Tourism Organization (UNWTO) and the World Tourism and Travel Council (WTTC), methodological approaches used by researchers from different countries, as well as the practice of assessing the contribution of tourism to the economy of Belarus and Russia is carried out. The authors present their approach for assessing the total contribution of tourism to the economy of Belarus. It includes the assessment of indirect and induced effects, the calculation of tourism multipliers based on the static input-output model (SIBM) and the social accounts matrix (SIA). According to the presented methodology, an experimental assessment for 2018 has been carried out, and the differences from other assessments have been reflected.
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ABSTRACT. Within the framework of the scientific problems of the development of the theoretical and methodological foundations of the economic assessment of the effectiveness of the digital transformation of the national economy, definitions of the concepts of «digital resources», «digital gross value added» have been developed. A methodology for measuring digital gross value added is proposed based on the calculation of quantitative indicators of direct and indirect digital gross value added and exports of domestic digital gross value added. The results have been tested and showed a low percentage of the use of digital resources in the national economy and a high percentage of direct exports. The author analyses the trade in digital gross value added on the basis of empirical data of the inter-sectoral balance of the Republic of Belarus and OCED data. Based on the results obtained, a scale has been developed to assess the economic efficiency of the digital transformation of the national economy.
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ABSTRACT. The article summarizes scientific and practical approaches to the formation of a mechanism for the provision of domestic food aid, used in world practice. The current trends in the regulation of the domestic food market and the direction of providing social assistance to the population in the context of ensuring the food security of Belarus are substantiated. Based on international experience, the authors have developed recommendations for the implementation of domestic food assistance programmes. 
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ABSTRACT. The article formulates the requirements for monitoring the assessment of the level of digitalization of Belarusian enterprises, concerns, and industries. The author proposes a methodology for assessing the economic efficiency of the digital transformation of an enterprise and industry. The choice of indicators for calculating the Index of digital transformation of the enterprise is justified.
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ABSTRACT. The article presents a comprehensive analysis of the practice of using digital technologies in the construction industry of the Republic of Belarus. The main purpose of the study is to substantiate the existing barriers to digitalization of the construction industry of the Republic of Belarus with the development of a model that provides for the creation of the most favorable conditions for the introduction of digital technologies in the work of the domestic construction complex. The methodological basis of the study is a system analysis that combines the principles of macro- and microeconomic approaches to the digitalization process. The result of the study is the formation of a list of digitalization barriers, delimited by the levels of their formation (macro-level and micro-level) and the construction of a promising model for the digitalization of the domestic construction complex (with details of the implementation of relevant technologies).
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ABSTRACT. The article determines the place of the logistics potential in the socio-economic system of the region. Its importance in the development of integration logistics processes and the creation of long-term logistics relationships that determine the competitive advantages of regions and states are substantiated.
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ABSTRACT. The article analyzes the market of additional MBA education in the Republic of Belarus. The author carries out a comparative characteristic of MBA schools, and studies the demand for the programme by analyzing data from wordstat.yandex.by and trends.google.ru at the request of «mba», «мва», etc. The results of research on the Russian and Belarusian MBA markets are presented. The author comes to the conclusion that the programme is in demand in the Republic of Belarus, but requires adaptation to new market conditions: the development of online classes and business meetings, the expansion of a set of additional short-term trainings, workshops and master classes for entrepreneurs, corporate training and the construction of collaborative models of education, the purpose of which is to obtain a double diploma and the experience of other organizations. 
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
