ABSTRACT. The article identifies the characteristic features of national legislation in the member states of the Union State regarding food security. It analyzes the main production and economic indicators of agriculture in the Republic of Belarus and determines the country's contribution to the food supply of the common market within the integration association. The strategic directions for forming a coordinated economic model of the Union State are substantiated, considering Belarus's national priorities in ensuring food security.
