ABSTRACT. Considered is the category of the economic growth balance. Suggested is the instrument for evaluating the contribution of the economy’s sectors to the trade balance and GDP. The benchmark data are shown the «Costs-Output» tables, whereas the methodology is based on the value added of the domestic origin indicators in export and domestic demand. In particular, there are built in aggregated chains of value added for each end product, with the focus on foreign and domestic value added in the gross export and the final demand for each sector. Belarus’s economy assessments have enabled to divide the sectors into groups depending on their contribution to the trade balance.  
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ABSTRACT. The article contains the analysis of broad factual information of the recognized international structures. Identified are the main trends of the world industrial manufacture as a whole, as well as within industrially developed and developing countries. It was stated that a relative reduction of industry’s share in the world economy, given the constant growth of its absolute volumes, is determined by the fragmentation of the industrial manufacture within the framework of global chains of TNC value creation, growth of its technological level, and a more rational use of labor and energy resources. A more adequate idea of global trends in the world industry development is of certain practical interest in the context of the grounded structural and industrial policies in the Republic of Belarus.
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Abstract. Based on the statistics since the beginning of the 21st century, the article shows the main positive ODI-impacts, including sales growth of affiliates overseas, their productivity, growth of multinational enterprises’ capitalization, increase of home countries’ GNI, and strengthening of the country’s international investment position. It is stated that these benefits motivate home countries to stimulate ODI by national companies within the framework of ODI-policy. Systematized are the components of the current stage of ODI-policy: identified are specifics of its formation and development in the 21st century based on the experience of major developed and developing countries-investors. 
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Abstract. The paper considers the service concept of government control with regard to the taxation sphere. Generalized are the results of administrative reforms in Western countries. Analyzed is legal provision of tax services in the Republic of Belarus. Determined is the necessity of tax services standardization as one of the requirements for the efficiency of their provision. Identified are the main parameters of tax services quality: efficiency and satisfaction. Based on the evaluation of the payers’ satisfaction with tax services provision, there are given recommendations for enhancing tax services efficiency in the Republic of Belarus. 
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	TAX REFORMS IN UKRAINE: CRISIS CHALLENGES
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Abstract. Considered are tax reform processes in Ukraine. Provided is the evaluation of their performance over the last 7 years. Substantiated are possible directions of their further implementation with regard to specifics of the country’s economic development. It was stated that the tax reforms under way in Ukraine over the recent years are mainly aimed at the budget revenues growth. Reforms oriented exclusively at changing the tax base rates and size will not provide the expected fiscal effectiveness in the long-term perspective. Suggested is using a systemic approach within the framework of which there is stipulated the identification of the long-term goals and the reforms priorities.
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	INFORMATION-ANALYTICAL SYSTEMS OF LABOR MARKET AND FORECASTING NEEDS IN CADRES: CONTENT AND DIRECTIONS OF FORMATION 
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ABSTRACT. The paper considers the essence of information-analytical systems of labor market and forecasting needs of skills, as well as approaches to their formation by the European Training Foundation and International Labor Organization. Systematized are the specifics of successful models of several foreign countries. Identified are the specifics and problem areas of information-analytical system of labor market in Belarus. Specified are the goals of its formation. Formulated are the directions of its institutional construction in the country at the current period of time.
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Abstract. The paper presents the findings of the research of intra-firm labor mobility problems based on an industrial enterprise in Belarus. Identified are factors affecting the intensity of intra-firm employees’ mobility. Substantiated are institutional differences in the processes of intra-firm labor mobility in organizations of Belarus and Russia. 
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Abstract. The paper analyses the main specifics of the country’s Balance of Payments in the context of the general macroeconomic problems of Belarus’s economy. It is shown that a negative balance of the Balance of Payments negatively affects the economy. A special focus is made on the current account. Identified are the positions whose necessity of changing is most important and actual at this point in time. Considered are certain directions that make it possible to improve macroeconomic indicators.
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ABSTRACT. The article presents the results of the research of dynamics and structure of agricultural and foodstuff production and foreign trade in the Republic Belarus. Calculated are the indicators of agro-food products’ inter-sectoral and intra-sectoral trade intensity. Assessed are the involvement of agriculture and the food industry of Belarus in international trade, as well as the import intensity of these types of economic activities. On the basis of the inter-sectoral balance model, there was identified the impact of the agro-food output growth model on the state of Belarus’s foreign trade and public finances.
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Abstract. The paper discusses the world integration system’s development trends and structure whose formation occurs both due to objective factors as well as on the basis of making decisions in the countries and integration associations. It is shown that in the context of forming a flexible network communication system in geo-economy, it is necessary to have a governed incorporation of the Republic of Belarus into multilevel integration networks. Identified are the goals, objectives, types, and directions of the country’s integration policy. Defined are the concept and stages of the economic integration designing for its further implementation. The suggested approach based on systemic engineering, theory of the systems’ life cycle, and theory of decision making will enable to reflect the complex structure and dynamics of international economic integration more flexibly and adequately. In addition, it will make it possible to solve the problems in place more effectively as well as take into account the country’s priorities and the stakeholders’ requirements more comprehensively. 
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Abstract. The paper considers theoretical fundamentals of cluster structures, including the identification of its types, specifics and indicators. Developed and tested is the methodology of identifying a cluster structure – a «hybrid» holding. Identified are the subjects of the textile «hybrid» holding in the Vitebsk region. Structured is the scheme of its participants’ composition. Developed are the directions of the «hybrid» cluster structure establishment, including the state support measures of the «hybrid» holding and methods of stimulating network cooperation aimed at competitiveness growth. For the development of network cooperation among stakeholders within cluster structures, there were suggested organizational and information-communication measures. There was also provided an assessment of the economic efficiency of the «hybrid» cluster structure establishment in Belarus’s textile and garment manufacture.
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
