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ABSTRACT. The article presents the results of a study of changes in the policy of attracting foreign direct investment in groups of countries for the period 2009 – early 2023. It is shown that foreign direct investment (FDI) remains the main object of policy in the field of international direct investment in the world economy, in the regulation of which there is an asymmetry in global transformation. The author demonstrates that in developed countries, among the new changes in FDI policy, restrictive measures of a strict type and a systemic nature began to dominate, while in developing countries and with transitional economies, liberalization and a combination of stimulating and facilitating measures prevail.
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ABSTRACT. The article estimates the commodity exports untapped potential in the Republic of Belarus. The authors analyze the approach to estimating the untapped export potential within R. Hausmann and B. Klinger «product space» concept and propose its modification, based on the isolated review of individual industries. According to the proposed approach, the authors shape the space of the Republic of Belarus commodity exports untapped potential and analyze it in terms of productivity growth prospects and deliveries increase prerequisites by sectoral, technological, and aggregated product groups. According to the results, Belarus possesses sufficient capabilities to increase the productivity and volumes of its exports through more complex, including high-tech, products.
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ABSTRACT. The article considers the stages of development of the US military industrial complex after the end of the Cold War. The main development strategies in the 1990s are shown and the directions for the development of the US military-industrial complex at the beginning of the XXI century are highlighted.
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ABSTRACT. The article considers trade and economic relations of the EAEU with India and separately with Russia, taking into account the growing volumes of mutual trade. The author performed a statistical analysis of the foreign trade turnover of the Eurasian Economic Union with India since 2016; the dynamics of change in the most favored nation regime in India; applicable ad valorem and specific rates of customs duties; trade agreements of India, bound and applied tariffs for certain commodity groups and tariff quotas, as well as the level of India’s export potential in the Russian market, and vice versa.
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ABSTRACT. Based on the process-system methodology, the mechanisms of capital growth at different rates in the innovation-investment cycle of a one-sector economy are formalized. New macroeconomic indicators are proposed as a result of the logical rationale of the model: a dynamic indicator of the long-term growth of domestic investment and an indicator of the potential for a technological shift in the economic system. To test the developed indicators on empirical data for the Republic of Belarus, the volume of carried out research and development was chosen as an assessment of the long-term domestic investment of the model. Advanced analysis of the dynamics of the indicator of the growth of long-term domestic investment, the share of accumulation of fixed capital and the share of GDP in gross output made it possible to formulate significant conclusions regarding the technological transformation of the national economic system.
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ABSTRACT. The article studies the relationship between structural changes in the economy and the volume of investments by types of economic activity. The authors reveal a decrease in the aggregate productivity of capital was revealed, while the role of structural changes in this process is insignificant. The dynamics of the volume of output by types of economic activity has not shown any connection with the growth in demand and prices. There has been a statistically significant correlation between the value of net profit and the volume of investment by type of economic activity. The authors have established the lack of connection between the profitability of sales by industry and the volume of investments.
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ABSTRACT.  The article considers the concept of «innovative potential». Common approaches to its definition and assessment methods are highlighted, while their advantages and disadvantages are identified. The author’s definition of innovative potential is proposed and a methodology for its assessment is developed. The developed methodology allows: to conduct a comprehensive analysis of the state of the company based on a complex system of indicators; evaluate the potential readiness of the enterprise to implement an innovative project and the possibility of its implementation; based on the dynamics of indicators, determine prospects and form strategies for the development of the company. The author’s system of patterns for managing the innovative development of an industrial organization is also presented. 
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ABSTRACT. The article reflects the results of the author’s study of the sources of trust of online stores buyers, who are the representatives of three generations groups – X, Y, Z. It was conducted through questionnaires by the author in two ways: identifying the sources of trust underlying the choice of online store to make purchases, and identifying sources of trust directly when making a decision to purchase a product. Particular attention is paid to online reviews as a source of the greatest trust in each of the groups of generations – X, Y and Z at the stage of choosing goods in an online store. The author has identified the motives and incentives for writing online reviews; highlighted the disadvantages of shopping in online stores; reflected the attitude of the generation groups to the information posted on the websites of online stores. The results of the study have revealed that key trends emerged during trade 4.0 (in particular, «shift from individual to social» and «shift from vertical to horizontal»), are characteristic of the behavior of most buyers of online stores, regardless of which of the studied generation groups they belong to – X, Y or Z.
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
