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ABSTRACT. The factors influencing the reallocation of labor in the national economy are summarized. A methodology for assessing the movement of labor is proposed based on calculating the elasticity of labor volume and productivity in terms of output volume. A comparative analysis of labor mobility by type of economic activity in the Republic of Belarus for 2010–2022 was carried out. The hypothesis that wage growth by type of economic activity is associated with an increase in output in them has not received direct confirmation, however, there is a correlation between the difference in wage growth rates and the average employment growth rate for the period under study.
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ABSTRACT. The article examines the main contradictions of the economic policy pursued in the Republic of Belarus, which are hindering the process of structural transformation of the economy and the growth of its productivity in the context of growing external restrictions and increasing sanctions pressure. The author proposes an approach to the analysis of risk-generating factors of economic policy from the standpoint of the impact of its measures on structural transformations. The risks associated with the resource supply of structural changes and the efficiency of resources reallocation are highlighted, and their possible macroeconomic consequences are analyzed. The main directions of macrofinancial regulation that contribute to progressive changes in the structure of the economy and the growth of its productivity are considered.
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ABSTRACT. The article discusses the main directions of creating a new global monetary system as the basis for the formation of an alternative global financial architecture. The strengthening of the role of the BRICS countries in the global economy, financial and monetary system is shown. The main activities of the New Development Bank (NDB) of the BRICS countries are analyzed for the period 2022–2026 and the prospects for the transformation of its global mission, the bank’s ability to participate in the formation of a new global financial and monetary system. The possibilities of introducing a single Brics unit of account into the NBR as the basis for the formation of a new world reserve currency are being considered.
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ABSTRACT. The article discusses the theoretical aspects of import substitution of consumer goods. The peculiarities of the implementation of the import substitution policy in the Republic of Belarus are studied. The authors analyse the indicators characterizing foreign trade in consumer goods and the degree of dependence of the consumer market on imports. The assessment of the effectiveness of import substitution of certain food and non-food products for 2019–2023 has been carried out on the basis of the matrix method. The problems of import substitution are highlighted and the measures of state support taken to solve them are considered. Promising areas of work in the field of import substitution have been identified.
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ABSTRACT. The article considers methodological and applied aspects of increasing the attractiveness of «green» financing. The author highlights the main directions for improving the system for assessing «green» investments. Based on the proposed approach, an assessment of the possibilities for increasing and improving the efficiency of «green» investments in the Republic of Belarus has been carried out. Taking into account the nature of the country’s economic development, the prospects for «green» financing in the sectors most important for the «green» economy – energy, transport, waste management and reproduction of natural resources - are considered.
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ABSTRACT. The article describes the authors’ method of constructing an intertemporal integral socio-economic indicator using replacement elasticities. It formulates and investigates the dynamic problem of maximizing this indicator, taking into account constraints on housing policy effectiveness indicators. The authors propose a method for assessing the impact of the dynamics of housing policy result indicators on the value of an intertemporal integral socio-economic indicator, taking into account the delay. A study has been conducted for the case with an infinite planning horizon, and analytical formulas were obtained for calculating the shares of housing policy effectiveness indicators across regions. 
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ABSTRACT. The article analyses the sales of Belarusian-made goods in retail turnover. The largest groups of food and non-food products with positive and negative dynamics of the share of domestic goods are identified. Factors for increasing the share of domestically produced goods in retail turnover have been identified. The author considers the prospective directions for the development of retail trade, import substitution of consumer goods (food and non-food), and interaction of retail chains with regional manufacturers.
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ABSTRACT.  The article identifies the definition and characteristics of the functional sustainability of an enterprise. The factors of its formation for a motor transport company in the conditions of transformation of the business environment are structured. The author analyses the state and dynamics of industry market factors. The condition of the rolling stock fleet and the labour potential of the transport company are identified as key factors of the internal environment that determine functional stability.

The author proposes a set of measures to reduce the negative impact of geopolitical and other factors on the industry market and maintain the functional sustainability of motor transport companies.
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ABSTRACT. The article presents the results of a survey devoted to the study of shopping in online stores. The author reveals the preferences of the representatives of generations X, Y, Z with regard to the format of shopping (offline or online), location when ordering in online stores, the goods purchased, the devices used to order goods, payment and delivery methods. The main advantages of online shopping from the point of view of generations X, Y and Z are reflected. The results of the study allow us to conclude that when shopping in online stores, the representatives of generations X, Y and Z have similarities in terms of individual preferences. The author confirms the hypothesis that customers (regardless of which generation they belong to – X, Y or Z) often identify online stores with marketplaces, which are different forms of e-commerce.
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ABSTRACT.  The author considers the features of the functioning and instruments of state regulation of housing and communal services. The effectiveness of cross-subsidization in solving social problems is assessed. The article reveals the reasons for the existence of planned unprofitable enterprises. Directions for economic transformation in the housing and communal services system are proposed based on technical and technological, parametric, structural and institutional types of economic transformation. 
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
