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ACTIVE  LONGEVITY AS A RESULT OF THE INDIVIDUAL’S LIFE PATH
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ABSTRACT.  This article presents methodological support for extending the active longevity policy across all stages of human life. It defines the life path of individuals and identifies various types of life paths within the population of Belarus based on their constituent components. Key indicators of active longevity are established, focusing on aspects such as health, employment, social inclusion, educational opportunities, and family involvement. A methodological approach for statistically evaluating the relationship between life path types and active longevity indicators is developed, accompanied by recommendations for enhancing state policy in line with the National Strategy «Active Longevity – 2030». This work is part of the International Technical Assistance Project aimed at strengthening the scientific and educational capacity of Belarus regarding demographic data use for achieving Sustainable Development Goals, financed by the Government of the Russian Federation and implemented by the UN Population Fund (UNFPA) in collaboration with the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection of Belarus.
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THEORETICAL AND METHODOLOGICAL ASPECTS 
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OF THE LABOR MARKET IN BELARUS
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ABSTRACT.   The article focuses on the theoretical and methodological aspects of forming the digital ecosystem of the labour market in the Republic of Belarus. The purpose of the study is to identify the directions for developing this digital ecosystem and its methodological support as an effective form of information and analytical assistance for decision-making by labour market participants in the context of digitalisation. 

The essence of the digital ecosystem of the labour market is defined as a partnership among interested participants organised on a single national digital platform that consolidates information resources about the labour market, including those found on online sources. The author proposes a methodology for analysing the labour market in the Republic of Belarus based on online sources. Testing this methodology has allowed the formation of a database on vacancies, resumes, and skills. It also enables the calculation of labour market conditions in terms of skills, comparison of the demand for skills from employers with the “reserve” available among the population, and identification of any excess or deficit.

Additionally, the article identifies the institutional, methodological, informational, and organisational barriers and limitations in forming the digital ecosystem of the labour market and its analytical capabilities.
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ABSTRACT.   The widely held view is that large organisations are the main drivers of economic growth in China and Belarus. However, small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) play a significant social role in providing employment and serve as a «cradle» for future «unicorns». Verifying the thesis about the role of enterprises in economic growth based on their size is not straightforward. Statistics on small and medium organisations are often specific and fragmented on many issues, and this is even more pronounced in the People’s Republic of China. This article presents an analysis of the contribution of small and medium enterprises to the economic dynamics of China and Belarus, based on a summary of official data.
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ABSTRACT.  The article analyses the interrelationship between the  economic cycles of varying periodicity and the evolution of value chains (VC) in the ferrous metallurgy industry. The possibility of transitioning from local to glocal systems, combining global integration and local adaptation, is considered. The patterns of influence of ESG standards, digital transformation (Industry 4.0), and geopolitical changes on the formation of new organisational forms in the industry are identified. The possibility of applying the results to develop sustainable development strategies for metallurgical companies, optimise investment decisions, and reduce risks in volatile markets is explored. The prospects for the development of green metallurgy are analysed, including in the field of hydrogen technologies, direct iron reduction methods, and carbon capture.
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ABSTRACT.  This article examines the interaction between human capital and artificial intelligence, highlighting its role in driving the innovative development of the economy. It discusses how technologies based on neural networks lead to the creation of new products and services, enhance the quality of solutions, and improve the competitiveness of enterprises. The article concludes with scientifically grounded insights and practical recommendations for formulating state policy aimed at fostering human capital development in the knowledge economy.

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ABSTRACT.   The concept of «finance», unlike its traditional definition in both domestic and foreign literature, is defined as a value category with a virtual essence, possessing the quality of objective, continuous existence. In this developed concept, financial activity is described as a systematic process involving two functional elements connected by cause-and-effect relationships: cognitive activity and material activity. This definition is universal in nature, aligning with the general scientific principle of continuity, and is both holistic and objective. The proposed concept is empirically verifiable and can be used to establish a universal global paradigm of finance – the financial noosphere – representing a new way of economic thinking.
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ABSTRACT.  An analysis of the main scientific schools of international trade has been conducted. It has been established that, in the current conditions of global economic development, there is a fundamental transformation of views on the service sector. Rather than being seen merely as an industry that mediates the servicing and promotion of goods, the service sector is now regarded as an independent object of research. It has been substantiated that classical theories of international trade in goods can be applied to describe international trade in services when forming new comparative advantages. Approaches to the concept of «service» are systematised, and the prerequisites that led to the accelerated development of the service sector in the global economy are identified. It is determined that, under the influence of technological development and changing social needs, services are transforming from non-tradable to tradable.
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ABSTRACT.  The article presents the results of a study on the milk and dairy products market in Indonesia. The author analyses the state of this market and identify opportunities for Belarusian enterprises to enter it. The author highlights the characteristics of the Indonesian dairy industry and determines specific demand factors. An in-depth analysis of foreign trade in this sector has been conducted, revealing the main external suppliers and possible entry strategies for Belarusian companies. Special attention is given to the regulation of dairy product supplies to the domestic market. Conclusions are drawn regarding the potential advantages and threats of operating in Indonesia, considering government regulations. The article also offers recommendations for developing foreign economic relations. In particular, it suggests not only direct exports but also collaboration with local cooperatives to promote modern technologies
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
