Identified is the contribution of the state authorities to the dynamics of the GDP power intensity in the 1st quarter of 2011. Analyzed is the interrelation of lowering the GDP power intensity and the target indicators on energy saving.

Prospects of developing foreign economic relations of Russia, Belarus, Kazakhstan and Ukraine
Based on the methodology developed by Hausmann, Hwang and Rodrick, analyzed is the quality structure of exports in Russia, Kazakhstan, Belarus and Ukraine.
