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ABSTRACT. The paper discusses the issues of developing and transforming the essence and content of the concept “competitive potential”. Suggested is the author’s interpretation, the characteristic feature of which is including the system’s instruments and resources transformation mechanisms in the composition of potential, which enables to fully reveal the latter’s capability component part. It is shown that the competitive potential is formed on the basis of internal and external to the systems resources by means of their transformation with the respective mechanisms and instruments, its realization being feasible exclusively in case the formed internal capacities of the systems are coupled with its external competitive ones. The characteristic feature of the competitive potential is its inconstancy due to competitive dynamics, as well as relativity which is understood as the level (degree) of the system’s target function realization.

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ABSTRACT. The paper suggests an approach to understanding the modern institutions of developing the innovation sphere as an organizational form of innovative partnership based on the ideology of public-private partnership In addition, the experience of such institutions’ activities in Ukraine is examined as well. Special attention is drawn to such forms of non-financial institutions of development as techno-parks and venture capital funds in the context of significance of their role in the national innovation system and in the innovation partnership as a form of public-private partnership and a instrument of developing the innovation sphere.

On the basis of analysis of the regulatory and institutional environment for the development of public-private partnership and innovations in Ukraine, the conclusion is made about feasibility of the mechanism of innovation partnership in the broader context of national innovation system’s formation without reference to the public-private partnership’s legislation. The article focuses on the need to form a national institution of innovation partnership, as opposed to the approach, quite popular in Ukraine, which implies a machinelike convergence of the regulatory framework in the field of public-private partnership and innovation. An important organizational form of innovation partnership is a territorial innovation cluster.

Suggestions of improving the legal base for innovation activities will contribute to the institutionalization of partnership between the state and the private sector within the innovation partnership framework in Ukraine.
