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ABSTRACT.  The article examines some theoretical and practical aspects of the construction of a social accounting matrix (SAM) and presents a methodology of building a SAM for the Belarusian economy with the disaggregated production account by 31 types of economic activity. The methodology was used to build the SAM of the Republic of Belarus for 2016–2020 based on the data of the SNA and the input-output tables. The stability of the structure of the SAMs was analyzed for the specified period.

OF THE EURASIAN ECONOMIC UNION ECONOMY: 
ANALYSIS OF INTER-COUNTRY INPUT – OUTPUT TABLES
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ABSTRACT.  The article offers a quantitative analysis of some structural characteristics of the EAEU economy as a whole on the basis of the 2016 EAEU Inter-Country Input-Output Tables. In particular, the author implements a visualization of the production structure of the EAEU economy, the assessment of the so-called important coefficients from the technological matrix, and considers the indicators of regional technological cooperation at the level of individual industries. The article determines goods and services that have the greatest impact on cost-push inflation in member countries, and analyses the structural impact of exports on the size of the gross value added created in the EAEU.
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ABSTRACT.  The article characterizes the system of economic integration policy (EIP) as one of the types of state foreign economic policy with a specific object of regulation – a complex self-developing open multi-level dynamic system of international economic integration (IEI). The theoretical foundations and structural elements of the EIP have been determined. The structure of the EIP mechanism, including legal, regulatory, information security, authorities and organizations, the decision-making mechanism, methods and tools in the areas (national, regional, international), is described. The types of EIP are classified according to the level, property, stage and direction of evolution of the IEI system; level, scope and method of influence on it; achieved stage of IEI; functions and objectives of the EIP and other criteria.
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ABSTRACT.  The article assesses the qualitative component of exports in terms of the value added potential increase in exported goods production. The authors describe the approach to assessing the «non-raw value added» in world production on the basis of the OECD inter-country input-output tables and introduce the concept of «complexity», reflecting the goods processing depth. The article compares industry-specific complexity values with the classifications by technological groups, processing degree, RnD intensity and profitability. Based on the proposed approach, the authors evaluate the Belarusian exports basket from 2015 to 2020. Despite the moderate level of Belarusian exports complexity in comparison with other countries, there is a positive change. At the same time, there is a need to reinforce the increase in complexity with a corresponding increase in export production localization.
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ABSTRACT.  The article determines the role of digitalization in the development of trade and economic cooperation between China, Russia, and Belarus within the framework of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO). The article reveals the essence of digitalization and compares the levels of digitalization development in the three countries. The authors analyze the positions of China, Russia and Belarus within the framework of the SCO and the dynamics of their trade and economic cooperation. The problems in the development of trade and economic cooperation between the SCO countries in the context of digitalization are revealed, and their solutions are identified.

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ABSTRACT.  The article offers an academic literature review in the field of research of robots and robotics. The author has analysed the theoretical approaches (technocratic, anthropocentric, rationalistic, evolutionary) to the definition of a robot as a techno-economic and socio-economic phenomenon. Narrow and broad approaches to the definition of robotization of the economy have been developed. Differences between robots and traditional mechanized and automated systems are identified.
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ABSTRACT.  The article discusses the mechanism of reproduction of economic balance based on the principle of balanced development. An original approach to the study of the phenomenon of economic exchange ambivalence is proposed using the dialectics of Aristotle’s concept of «fair price» and the fractality of the golden section principle. The main law of dialectics is considered as a dynamic law of equilibrium- non-equilibrium states. An elementary scheme of balanced dynamics and stable interaction of the main factors of production is presented, demonstrating the proper dynamic relationship between the key categories of economic science and the possibility of an original solution to its fundamental problems, in particular, the «golden rule of capital accumulation», the dilemma of efficiency and justice. The main reason for the unbalanced dynamics is presented as a contradiction between the time of production of intermediate and final goods. A conclusion is made about the harmony of the principles of justice, efficiency and diversity in the process of social development.
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ABSTRACT.  The article analyzes the structure of local budget revenues in the Republic of Belarus at the regional and basic levels. It reveals the problem of the excess of gratuitous receipts over their own incomes in many administrative-territorial units. This indicates a high level of their dependence on transfers from higher budgets. The problem is aggravated by a significant level of regional differentiation of local budget revenues, especially own revenues, including per capita. Recommendations are proposed to improve the structure of local budgets by strengthening their own revenues and reducing the level of budget dependence on higher levels.
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
