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ABSTRACT.  The integration of foreign trade statistics with Input-output tables have made it possible to form a model toolkit for determining the dependence of the GDP of the Republic of Belarus on the sale of various types of products to individual foreign markets. The authors take into account the entire complex of relationships within national production chains, as well as household consumption, gross fixed capital accumulation from imports of various types of products from different countries.
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ABSTRACT.   The article presents the results of a comprehensive study of the factors of sustainability of the national agro-food system of the Republic of Belarus under the influence of external challenges and threats associated with instability of the world market, increased geopolitical tension, persistent restrictions in the operation of supply chains and other trends. A conclusion is drawn about the effectiveness of the current mechanism for ensuring national food security and the importance of the sustainability of the agricultural sector for maintaining a balanced food market. The directions for further effective achievement of target criteria and solution of the tasks outlined in the Doctrine of National Food Security of the Republic of Belarus until 2030 have been determined. The main provisions of the draft joint proposal of the scientific and technical programme of the Union State «Development of a strategy and mechanisms for ensuring food security of the Union State under the influence of external challenges and threats (Food Security of the Union State)» for 2023–2027 are presented.
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ABSTRACT. The article offers an analysis of budget financing and bank lending to the agricultural sector of Belarus, which is carried out taking into account the implementation of state programmes in the field of agriculture. The channels for the formation of incoming cash flows of agricultural business are classified on the basis of subjectivity (budgetary, corporate, microfinance), their features and development prospects are determined. A conclusion is drawn about the leading role of the state in supporting investment in agricultural business. The author formulates the tasks of managing the formation of incoming cash flows of agricultural business at the national level.
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ABSTRACT.  The article presents the results of assessing the impact of certain types of labour mobility on the labour market of the Republic of Belarus. The hypothesis about the connection between labour mobility and indicators characterizing the state of the labour market has been tested. The authors use the methods of statistical research into the relationships between socio-economic phenomena, including non-parametric ones. A direct statistically significant relationship has been established between the territorial mobility of the labour force and the level of employment, the level of population participation in the labour force (especially for the age category of 60–74 years) and inversely proportional to the level of unemployment. It has been proven that inter-company labour mobility has a positive effect on the level of employment, increases the economic activity of the population, and helps reduce unemployment, including long-term unemployment. Functional mobility of the labour force significantly improves the position of workers with secondary education in the labour market. The authors come to the conclusion that by promoting labour mobility and managing labour flows, the labour market situation can be significantly improved.
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ABSTRACT.  The article presents the results of a scientific study of the trajectories of creating and eliminating jobs in the Belarusian economy. Industry leaders and «outsiders» in terms of re-allocation of jobs have been identified. The author reveals the reasons that determine the general directions of the movement of jobs in the national economy of Belarus.
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ABSTRACT. The article studies the application of artificial intelligence technologies for modeling the hierarchical structure of competencies. The author suggests a technique that uses machine learning algorithms to identify and classify key competencies, as well as their relationships and dependencies. The main stages of the modeling process are considered, starting from data collection and analysis to visualization of the resulting hierarchical structure. The results of the study can be applied in educational institutions, corporate training, HR departments to optimize the processes of recruitment and training of personnel, as well as to create a National qualification System of the Republic of Belarus, a National Qualifications Framework and professional standards.
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ABSTRACT. The article studies the directions and recommendations for improving the mechanism of state regulation of regional labour markets of the Republic of Belarus, taking into account the need for an individual approach for everyone. The author reveals the importance of coordinating various types of economic policies to solve key problems and ensure the implementation of the tasks of state regulation of regional labour markets, taking into account their specifics.
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ABSTRACT. The article offers an analysis of the sentiment of decisions of the monetary policy of the National Bank of the Republic of Belarus. The author uses machine learning methods, which show the attitude of the monetary authorities to economic processes in the domestic economy. The author uses the Loughran-McDonald dictionary method, the methods of support vector machines, decision tree, and naive Bayes classifier. According to the results obtained, the tone of the National Bank’s statements for 2007–2023 has changed significantly. If before 2015, the statements by monetary authorities were optimistic, then after 2015, press releases are classified as pessimistic. In addition, an analysis of the tone of press releases showed their strong connection with the dynamics of economic growth in Belarus and external factors.
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ABSTRACT.  The article explores the phenomenon of local currencies as an opportunity to intensify the socio-economic activity of a region or a community. The authors analyze the concept of local currencies, and introduce its distinction from the concept of private money. The paper proposes a general conceptual scheme that combines the main approaches to the classification of a local currency. The authors have distinguished and systematized the features and advantages of using local currencies as well as paid attention to the analysis of the limitations of local currencies. The possibilities for the development of local currencies, taking into account digitalization, have been explored. As a conditional example, the authors give a mathematical formalization of the circulation of the local currency - the «quantum» in a closed system. The paper analyzes some of the formal aspects of the local currency circulation system, which made it possible to propose typical scenarios for the effectiveness of using the local currency, depending on the external situation and the presence of prohibitions on the free exchange of quants for the national currency.
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
