RESUME
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ABSTRACT. The article considers methodological approaches to the study of economic security, and identifies the key theoretical constructs used to reflect the content of this concept. It is suggested that economic security can be assessed not only by a set of indicators describing its state, but also from the point of view of the dynamics of these indicators in a short period of time. The author suggests a new approach in research methodology, interpretation and methodological support for assessing economic security. Promising directions of research on the problem of economic security are substantiated.
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ABSTRACT. The article identifies the factors influencing the formation of an effective system for commercialization of the results of scientific and scientific-technical activities in order to increase the innovative potential, ensure technological sovereignty, and competitiveness of economic systems of various levels in the world and in the Republic of Belarus. The analysis and assessment of the effectiveness of commercialization of scientific and scientific-technical activities in organizations of the Ministry of Education have been carried out. Strategic directions for the development of innovative activities and infrastructure of the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Belarus for the period up to 2030 have been developed, including proposals for improving the legislation of the Republic of Belarus. A set of measures of a regulatory, methodological, and organizational nature has been proposed, aimed at increasing the effectiveness of commercialization of the results of scientific and scientific-technical activities and the effective implementation of the «University 4.0» model.
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ABSTRACT. The article discusses the EAEU policy on the digital transformation of industry. The factors hindering the development of the digital transformation of the EAEU industry have been identified. The author suggests creating a Eurasian industrial digital ecosystem based on cross-border digital platforms of industrial enterprises, and describes the basic architecture of such a platform.

ABSTRACT.  The article presents the results of the analysis of trends in the global food market in the context of competition factors and the formation of value chains for agro-food products. The key tasks in terms of strengthening the production and export potential of the national agro-industrial complex are identified. The authors have developed a methodology for identifying and classifying agro-food products that ensure the formation of higher value added at the enterprise level based on the use of private indicators. The article contains the necessary information and methodological tools for identifying effective practical approaches to increasing revenue and value added  of agro-industrial enterprises by identifying and maximizing competitive advantages.
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ABSTRACT. The article outlines the features of digital transformation. The stages of digital transformation of production and management processes of agricultural organizations are highlighted. The author suggests an action plan for the implementation of advanced information and communication technologies for crop production organizations.
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ABSTRACT.   The article presents the results of the analysis of trends in the development of the labour market of the Republic of Belarus in the modern conditions of digitalisation and globalisation. The authors found that the growth in the number of vacancies does not allow conclusions to be drawn about the growth in the demand for labour The authors also substantiate the existence of problems in measuring the main indicators of the Belarusian labour market, which are linked to the formation of information and analytical system of the labour market. It is concluded that it is necessary to shift the focus on the growth of labour productivity rather than on the employment rate. The authors suggest measures for the regulation of the labour market of the Republic of Belarus in the current and strategic perspective.
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ABSTRACT. The article presents an assessment of trends characterizing interregional wage disparities in the Republic of Belarus for the period from 2015 to 2023. It examines structural changes in the extreme decile groups formed from basic-level administrative-territorial units and analyzes the dynamics of various differentiation coefficients. The paper provides a quantitative assessment of interregional wage differentiation. Additionally, a decomposition of the Theil index is conducted to determine the impact of interregional and intraregional inequality on the overall magnitude of disparities. The author makes a conclusion about weak positive dynamics indicating a reduction in disparities starting from 2022.
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ABSTRACT. The article considers the aspects of the creation and development of financial markets within the framework of the  development of the main economic schools and theories of money in order to identify their interrelation and influence on modern processes of transformation in this area. The study of the  genesis of financial markets is based on an interdisciplinary approach using a hierarchical sequence: socio-economic system, financial system, financial markets system.
