TRADE AND ECONOMIC LIBERALIZATION IN THE COMPREHENSIVE REGIONAL ECONOMIC PARTNERSHIP: FEATURES, CONSEQUENCES, AND PROSPECTS FOR THE MEMBER STATES AND THE EURASIAN ECONOMIC UNION
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ABSTRACT.  The article shows the features of international integration in the Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP). The approaches to liberalization in the RCEP are considered, defining the opportunities and limitations in the markets of goods, services, digital data, intellectual property, and capital. To assess the economic effects of RCEP, we analyzed the dynamics of growth in the global share of the union in these markets, changes in extra-regional and intra-regional trade, and the consequences for participating countries. An assessment of trade and investment cooperation between the Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP) and the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU) was carried out, with an emphasis on the trade structure of foreign trade in goods and services. It is shown that the EAEU has the potential to develop multi-faceted cooperation with the RCEP in the long term. This can occur along two main tracks: the EAEU-ASEAN and the EAEU-RCEP. The main stages, opportunities, and difficulties of their implementation are presented.
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ABSTRACT.  The article examines the transformation of the international settlement model in the context of systemic and technological changes. A general methodology for building payment systems is employed, including tools, institutions, technologies, and payment infrastructure. The main prerequisites for changing the architecture of cross-border settlements are identified, and alternatives to the traditional agency model of cross-border settlements are defined. The main limitations of emerging cross-border settlement models are revealed, and key trends in the transformation of cross-border settlements in the EAEU and the Republic of Belarus are identified. The article concludes that there is a trend in the global economy toward a multipolar system of international settlements based on the coexistence of payment systems utilizing a wide range of alternative and digital currencies, along with the EAEU economy's move toward creating an independent settlement system. Promising areas for the transformation of the cross-border payment system in the Republic of Belarus include maintaining the consistency of trade flows with its main trading partners, participating in the implementation of payment system projects being developed within the EAEU, and supporting cross-border payments while increasing the geographical diversification of the country's foreign trade.
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ABSTRACT.  The article studies mutual trade between the Republic of Belarus and the EAEU countries from 2019 to 2023. An assessment was made of the balance of foreign trade in goods and services between Belarus and the EAEU member states for 2020–2021. Based on «mirror» statistics, the author evaluated the balance of foreign trade relations between Belarus and Armenia, Kazakhstan, and Kyrgyzstan for 2022–2023 in mutual trade in goods. The main trends in mutual trade of the Republic of Belarus within the framework of its membership in the EAEU are identified.
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ABSTRACT. The article presents the results of a scientific study on the functioning of inclusive employment in the national economy of Belarus. A methodological approach is outlined for studying the employment of workers with disabilities, which allows for the assessment of key parameters of their employment under the socio-economic conditions of the Republic of Belarus. Regional features of inclusive employment are also identified.
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ABSTRACT.  The classification of online job portals is presented, their characteristics are analyzed, and a ranking methodology based on the analytical hierarchy method is proposed. The study covers both state and non-state portals in the Republic of Belarus, evaluating them in terms of volume, completeness, and structure of information. The proposed methodology provides an objective assessment of the informativeness and usefulness of online sources, contributing to informed decision-making in the field of employment and human resources.
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ABSTRACT.  The article studies the main socio-psychological and demographic factors influencing cycles in the economy. The dynamics of several macroeconomic indicators (income, GDP, savings, consumer behavioral reactions, and natural population movement) are analyzed using the tools of STATISTICA 10. A list of socio-psychological anticipatory indicators of crises characteristic of Belarus is identified.
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ABSTRACT. A methodology has been developed for the qualitative and quantitative assessment of the current mechanism for preferential lending to the agro-industrial complex in the Russian Federation. It has been shown that the standard methodology for assessing the effectiveness of preferential lending, based on the ratio of preferential loans to subsidies, does not provide a realistic evaluation of budget expenditures and the economic efficiency of the preferential lending mechanism. The author’s methodology is based on the capital-creating theory of credit and focuses on assessing the effectiveness of preferential lending in terms of the ultimate goals—stimulating industry development. As a criterion for effectiveness, it is proposed that there be a close correlation between the dynamics of subsidies, preferential loans, and agricultural production performance indicators, indicating the positive role of preferential lending in the agro-industrial complex’s economic development. The assessment will utilize both qualitative and quantitative indicators. The quantitative assessment of preferential lending effectiveness relies on a normative system of indicator values, which involves forming a reference dynamic for the functioning entity. Testing of the proposed methodology confirmed the positive impact of preferential bank lending on the agro-industrial complex’s economic dynamics, while the moderate correlation between industry performance parameters and preferential lending indicates budgetary constraints on the latter.
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ABSTRACT.  The article provides the results of the research conducted in Belarus aimed at quantifying the Decline in Market Value (DMV) as a key element of an asset’s Total Cost of Ownership (TCO). Methodological recommendations have been developed for implementing managerial decisions during legally significant actions involving the assets of organizations, entrepreneurs, and households. These recommendations have been further tested. The characteristics of DMV have been obtained based on a comparison between C-class cars with electric engines and those with internal combustion engines.
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ABSTRACT.  This article examines the integration of artificial intelligence into human resource management in agricultural technology companies. Significant advantages of digital solutions are discussed, such as increased efficiency and transparency, along with key issues related to the reliability of decisions made using artificial intelligence in these specific agricultural enterprises. The process of forming a career trajectory within the educational environment is studied, taking into account the requirements of national personnel policy, digital trends in education, and the regional specifics of the labor market. A comprehensive model for planning and managing an employee's professional career in the agricultural sector, based on digital technologies and artificial intelligence, is proposed. Additionally, the components of the model for building a career trajectory for young specialists are elaborated upon.

Аннотация. В статье рассматривается интеграция принципов экологической, социальной и управленческой ответственности (ESG) в инициативу «Пояс и путь» (BRI) с целью укрепления устойчивого развития. С момента своего создания в 2013 г. эта инициатива превратилась в важную глобальную платформу сотрудничества, соответствующую принципам ESG и способствующую высококачественному развитию. В исследовании выявлены такие проблемы, как экологические риски, неравномерное внедрение принципов социальной ответственности и несогласованность стандартов управления.

На основе успешных примеров, включая ирригационный проект Рагахакантха в Шри-Ланке и проект Ямал СПГ в России, в статье показывается, как принципы ESG могут преобразовать инфраструктурные проекты в успешные экосистемы, способствующие развитию местных сообществ. 

В исследовании подчеркивается необходимость создания постоянного механизма интеграции ESG-стандартов и целей устойчивого развития (ЦУР), а также оптимизации управления, стабилизации зеленого финансирования и стимулирования инноваций. В статье представлены принципы, которые помогут участникам  инициативы «Пояс и путь» достичь сбалансированного экономического роста, защиты окружающей среды и социальной инклюзивности, таким образом выступив в качестве катализаторов устойчивого международного сотрудничества и долгосрочного процветания.
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ABSTRACT.  The article presents the results of a study on the milk and dairy products market in Indonesia. The author analyses the state of this market and identify opportunities for Belarusian enterprises to enter it. The author highlights the characteristics of the Indonesian dairy industry and determines specific demand factors. An in-depth analysis of foreign trade in this sector has been conducted, revealing the main external suppliers and possible entry strategies for Belarusian companies. Special attention is given to the regulation of dairy product supplies to the domestic market. Conclusions are drawn regarding the potential advantages and threats of operating in Indonesia, considering government regulations. The article also offers recommendations for developing foreign economic relations. In particular, it suggests not only direct exports but also collaboration with local cooperatives to promote modern technologies
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
