The application of the suggested approach is illustrated by the example of the enterprises of the Chinese national oil-and-gas corporation which is actively implementing SEM at its manufacturing entities.

Customs Union and liberalization of customs value control

Studied is one of the most relevant issues of tariff regulation within the Customs Union of Belarus, Russia and Kazakhstan, namely, the control of imported goods’ customs value.
