A set of the theories in international economics has constituted the methodological basis of the study. The databases of UNCTAD, IMF, OECD, and IOM have been used as the informational sources. Main global imbalances in the modern world economy have been systematized and characterized. The article considers the factors of their transformation in the 21st century. The special part of the US economy and its internationalization model in the emerging and expansion of the global imbalances has been justified. The authors have recommended the ways of development for the Republic of Belarus as a small open economy in the face of increasing global imbalances.
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ABSTRACT. The article considers the military-industrial complex of the People’s Republic of China and the stages of its development. Particular attention is paid to the current stage which is characterized by an increase in military spending due to GDP growth, the development of military-technical cooperation with the Russian Federation, creation of state military-industrial corporations, reduction in imports and increase in exports of weapons and military equipment, and the  expansion of cooperation with other countries.
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ABSTRACT. The article provides an assessment of possible risks, negative factors and threats for the implementation of the main directions of the development of the EAEU, approved by the Decision of the Supreme Eurasian Economic Council No 28 of October 16, 2015 «On the Main Directions for the Economic Development of the Eurasian Economic Union». The results of the work can be used by the EEC to prepare proposals for the further development of integration processes within the EAEU, as well as for the preparation of an annual report on the implementation of the main directions of integration within the EAEU.
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ABSTRACT. The article suggests a unified structure of the municipal solid waste management system, which includes organizational, technological and institutional solutions.
