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ABSTRACT.  The article studies the methodology for assessing total factor productivity in the country’s economy. A methodology for assessing total factor productivity at the industry level is proposed. The authors’ research on the problems of economic growth dynamics and total factor productivity at the level of the country’s economy in general and for agriculture in particular are summarized. The total factor productivity in agriculture of the Republic of Belarus, the Russian Federation and the Republic of Kazakhstan was assessed.
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BASICS OF FORMATION AND FEATURES OF DEVELOPMENT
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ABSTRACT. The article studies the cost relations of forestry in Belarus and their impact on the efficiency of functioning of this sector of the National Economy. The authors specify the periods of development of forestry in Belarus and demonstrate the special role of rent relations in strengthening the economy of forestry and its position in comparison with the economic component of logging and processing of raw wood materials. 

Forest audit is recommended as a tool for environmentally-oriented regulation of cost relations in forestry.
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ABSTRACT.  The article proposes a methodological approach to assessing the efficiency of the energy sector potential utilization. Five main stages that allow for a comprehensive assessment of energy sector potential, taking into account the influence of external factors and internal factors of «hard» and «soft» infrastructure are identified. The author assesses the efficiency of the energy sector of the Republic of Belarus and the efficiency of its use in 2016–2020.
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ABSTRACT.  An analysis of energy consumption statistics in China for the period from 1965 to 2022 was carried out. The following indicators are considered: China’s share in world energy consumption, the structure of energy resources used, energy intensity, and CO2 emissions. It is shown, based on an analysis of literary sources, that the problem of developing the energy sector in China is considered exclusively in the context of analyzing the environmental effects of this development. The relationship between energy consumption and economic growth in China is assessed. Using input-output tools, the contribution of specific industries to energy consumption in China has been assessed. It has been established that the greatest contribution to the consumption of electrical and thermal energy, along with the energy sector itself, is made by such industries as construction, as well as the production of machinery, equipment, vehicles and electronics.
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ABSTRACT. The article presents Сlaudia Goldin’s contribution to the study of the evolution of gender differences in levels of employment and income. The features of her research approach and the stylized facts she established about the dynamics of the gender gap in the American economy are examined: the U-shaped curve of female labor supply over the past two hundred years; the important role of married women in the workforce in the 20th century and cohort effects; the slow rise in women’s relative earnings and increasing gender «wage discrimination» from 1950 to 1980; the declining role of productivity factors and the growing importance of intra-occupational differences in maintaining the gender earnings gap in recent decades. The influence of expectations, the parenthood effect and workplace flexibility on the development of the labor market, the role of gender norms and possible ways of intervention to reduce the gender gap in income are revealed.
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ABSTRACT.  The article studies the process of transformation of human capital in the context of the formation and development of the knowledge economy. A retrospective analysis of the evolution of the concept of human capital is carried out and its structural and essential characteristics are given. The author reveals the peculiarities of increasing the intellectual component in the structure of human capital, which inspires its transformation into human intellectual capital, which becomes a key factor of production and one of the most important market assets of economic entities. Recommendations are offered for improving the processes of expanded reproduction of human intellectual capital in the Republic of Belarus on an intensive basis.
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ABSTRACT.   The conducted research consists of data collection based on the questionnaire developed at the International Scientific and Educational Laboratory of Technologies for Improving the Well-being of the Elderly at Tomsk Polytechnic University and a comprehensive approach to the formation of health capital. At the same time, full statistical coverage («thin» statistics) is provided for constant monitoring of the health and well-being of the human ecosystem. The authors confirm the hypothesis about the high influence of inter-institutional interaction on subjective assessments of the health of the older generation based on a sociological survey in the Tomsk region. The close relationship between social institutions and the processes of accumulation and preservation of health capital has been revealed. The ecosystem approach to human well-being and health presupposes the partnership of these institutions and their effective functioning.
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ABSTRACT. The article studies the problem of the stability of a market economy, driven by stimulation of consumer demand, to unfavorable external shocks of a geopolitical, social, and natural kind. The measures that have been used in modern history to counteract such shocks are analyzed. Some examples of states’ reactions to external shocks, including the Covid-19 pandemic or a military threat, are considered. The authors offer recommendations for the use of government crisis-proof regulation measures, mainly of a monetary and fiscal nature, aimed at neutralizing external shocks. 
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ABSTRACT. The article justifies the perspective of the development of international production cooperation as a prerequisite for the expansion of intraregional trade in the conditions of integration organizations. Conclusions are made about the state of intra-regional cooperative trade of EAEU member states, and the presence of unused potential of the manufacturing industries. The author characterizes directions for the further development of production cooperation, including as the basis of the mechanism of integration of companies and the formation of new organizational forms of entrepreneurship. The perspective of the formation of quasi-integrated business structures, including regional production and sales networks, the expediency of using fragmentation, localization and import substitution for their implementation is determined.
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ABSTRACT.  The purpose of the study was to determine the state and structure of the Eurasian integration system (EAIS) and design directions for its spatial expansion, taking into account geo-economic, geopolitical, civilizational and institutional factors. The article examines the directions of geographical expansion of the EAIS with its core in the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU) and the Union State of Belarus and Russia (USBR), shows the features of cooperation and integration of the EAEU with countries and integration blocs of the world economy. It is substantiated that at present this system is local and hierarchical in nature, and the integration projects of other countries designing integration in Eurasia, implemented bypassing Russia, narrow its space, contribute to disintegration, and impede growth and development, which is why it is important for the EAEU to design the expansion of the integration system based on a network principle not only on the regional (EAEU+, CIS+), but continental (Eurasia to the West, East and South of the EAEU) and global circuits (Africa, America and Oceania).
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
