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ABSTRACT.   Having analysed the employment data, foreign trade statistics, and Input – Output tables, the authors determine the dependence of workplaces on the sale of various types of products to different sales markets. The article demonstrates the levels of efficiency of production chains by the amount of gross added value provided per job. The quantitative analysis provides an information basis for building an economic development strategy for the Republic of Belarus in the triad «sales markets - products - economic efficiency». 
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ABSTRACT.  The article examines gender differences in wage bargaining. The results of two economic laboratory experiments that investigated gender differences and the effect of behavioural nudges on negotiation outcomes are compared. The authors come to conclusions about the existence of gender differences and make suggestions for designing behavioural interventions and possible directions for further research.
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ABSTRACT. Digital technologies, which have an increasing impact on the development of the modern economy, contribute to the formation of a fundamentally new type of economy – the digital economy, the main element of which is digital ecosystems. The article presents the essence of the concepts of «ecosystem» and «digital ecosystem». The key properties of digital ecosystems are formulated, and the value of the digital ecosystem for the company is determined. The classification of digital ecosystems according to several criteria is carried out, the structure of the digital ecosystem is presented, and examples of successful digital ecosystems are given.
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ABSTRACT. The article introduces the improved methodology of V. Leontiev's inter-industry balance. It allows analyzing not only the cost characteristics of interactions between sectors of the national economy, but also the technological quality of these interactions. The authors demonstrate that the system of input-output tables modified in this way can be used to analyze the technological safety of socio-economic systems.
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ABSTRACT. The article researches theoretical and practical aspects of tariff policy formation in the electric power industry of the Republic of Belarus. Based on the analysis of international experience of tariff regulation and the peculiarities of functioning of the Belarusian energy system, the main directions of improving the tariff policy in the electric power industry of the Republic of Belarus are defined. A methodology for assessing the impact of tariff policy on the competitiveness of industrial enterprises is proposed. Recommendations on expanding tariff differentiation with regard to the possibilities of digital transformation have been developed. The necessity of supplementing the system of energy security indicators with indicators characterizing the availability of fuel and energy resources for consumers is substantiated. 
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ABSTRACT. The study explores the challenges of using intellectual property for aggressive tax planning and the resulting transfer pricing rules imposed by tax authorities. It analyzes research on transfer pricing measures aimed at preventing tax burden reduction through intangible assets, a common method of tax avoidance in high-tax jurisdictions. The paper evaluates the impact of intangible assets on the global economy, reviews OECD Transfer Pricing Guidelines, including the DEMPE approach, and assesses Belarusian legislation regarding transaction pricing for property rights. Ultimately, it aims to develop optimal strategies for tax system reform while addressing potential imbalances and economic stability concerns.
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ABSTRACT. The theoretical basis for the allocation of public and socially significant (merit) goods has been studied. A classification of goods is proposed according to the following criteria: completeness of manifestation of the properties of non-selectivity and non-excludability; satisfaction of needs; territorial; sources of financing; production method. The possibility of providing the country with public goods at the expense of the public and private sectors is analyzed. The influence of economic digitalization processes on the problem of providing the country with public goods has been identified. The expenses of the state budget of the Republic of Belarus for financing public and socially significant benefits, including the consolidated, republican and local budgets, are analyzed. It is proposed to include the following as expenditures on public goods: national activities; national defense; judiciary, law enforcement and security; environmental protection. It is proposed to include the following as expenditures on merit goods: the national economy; housing and communal services and housing construction; healthcare; physical education, sports, culture and media; education; social policy.
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ABSTRACT. The relevance of the transition to a closed-loop (circular) economy in the context of increasing environmental challenges and threats to sustainable development is substantiated. A methodological toolkit for assessing the development of a circular economy at the micro level has been developed, including methods for determining the index of an organization’s (enterprise’s) readiness for circular transformation and the integral index of the level of development of a circular economy. The author’s developments for assessing a circular economy in a number of mechanical engineering organizations are tested. Approaches for improving the development of a circular economy in mechanical engineering are proposed.

ABSTRACT. The study aims to define and classify mesosystems emerging from international economic integration and to explain their roles in integration design and policy. It examines various meso-level integration subsystems, such as corporations, public organizations, clusters, and special economic zones. By synthesizing temporal and spatial factors, the author proposes a classification of mesosystems formed during national economies' integration. This classification distinguishes the goals and objects of micro- and meso-economic policies and highlights the significance of mesosystems in integrating national economies into the global economy. The study emphasizes the importance of integration policy at the meso-level in science, technology, and healthcare.
